COLORADO 
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Rules of the Senate. 

' Rule I.-Of Calling to Order. 

1. The stated hour of meeting, unless otherwise ordered, 
shall be 10 o'clock in the morning of each day. 

2. The President (ex-officio the Lieutenant Governor), or, in 
his absence, the President protem., shall take the chair every day, 
promptly at the hour to which the Senate stands adjourned; shall 
call the Senate to order, and on the appearance of a quorum shall 
proceed to business. 

3. The stated hour for the conwning of the Senate having 
arrived, and the President and President pro tem. being absent, 
the eldest senior S-enator present shall call the Senate to order, 
and shall preside until an active President shall have been elected, 
which election shall be the first business of the Senate. 

Rule II.-Of the L1cting President. 

1. An acting President when elected shall continue to pre­
side, with all the powers and privileges of the President, except 
that of signing bills and joint resolutions, until the President, or 
President pro tern. shall appear within the bar of the Senate, 
when he shall surrender the chair. 

Rule I II.-Of a, Quon.tm. 

1. A majority of all the Senators elected sh:;tll constitute a 
quorum; and whenever a less number than a quorum shall con­
vene at a regular meeting and shall adjourn, the names of those 
p.resent shall be entered on the journal. 

2. Whenever a less number than a quorum shall convene at 
any regular meeting, tlu·~· are empowered to send the Sergeant-at­
Arms or any other ]JPrson or persons, by them authorized, for any 
or all absent Senators ; and the actual expense incurred thereby 
in each ease shall be paid by the absentees, respectively, unless for 
a good and sufficient reason, they have been, or may be, excused 
by the Renate. 

Rule IV.-Orde1· of Business. 

1. The Senate having been called to order at the hour to 
which it shall have adjourned, and a quorum being present, and 
after prayer hy the Chaplain, the first order of business shall be

the reading of the journal of the preceding da~> to the end t~at 
any mistakes therein may be corrected, and the ~ournal approved. 

2. After the reading and approval of the JOUrnaL the order 
of business shall be as follows: 

First-Presentation of petitions and memorials. 
Second-Introduction of resolutions. . . 
Third-Introduction of bills. First readmg-by title. 
Fourth-Reports of standing committees. 
Fifth-Reports of special comm~ttees. 
Sixth-Consideration of resolutiOns. 
Seventh-Third reading of bills. . 
Eighth-Messages from the House of Representatlws. 
:Ninth-Communications from state officprs. 
Tenth-Messages from the novernor. 
Eleventh-General orders. 
3. No bill shall be made a special order withou~ SJ?ecial or­

der bas been authorized by the affirmative v.ote of maJOrity of ~ll 
members elect; and in discussion of a mot: on to mal~e a specml. 
order, which motion shall include only one bill, for which no other 
bill shall be substituted, no Senator shall speak more than. once, 
nor longer than ten minutes, and a vote shall there~fter Imme­
diately be taken. ~Whenever any bill or other matter Is ~nade ~be 
speci~l order for a particular day and ho.ur, .and !he cons~der:lti?n 
thereof shall not be completed at that s1tttmg, 1t shall 1~tam Its

And when a special order is under consideratiOn, It shall tal,e pH­
cedence of any special order for a subsequent hour of the. same 
day; but such subsequent special order may be ~aken up nnme­
diatelv after the previous speeial order has been disposed of.

Anv motion or resolution may be withdrawn or m 
bv the moY~r at any time before a decision, amendme~t or 
i~g of the a~·ps and nayR: exePpt a motion to reconR1der, wh 
shall not be withdrawn without leave of the Senate. . 

3. ·when the queRtion is under debate. the PrPf'ndent 
reeeive no motion but to adjourn, to take a recess, to 
the eonsideration of the speeia1 order, to lay on the table, to.

1. }, ll so-called substitntp motions and resolutions shall be 
considered as amendments only, and shall be subject to the rules 
relating therPto, except sneh matters HR ma~- be reportt>d by 
committee. 

Rule YII.-Of Que8tions of Order. 

1. All questions of order shall be decidPd by the President 
without debate; such decision sha II be subject to appeal to the 
Senate by any Senator. on whieh appeal no Senator shall speak 
tnor-e than onee, unless by lPave of the Renate; and the President, 
on such appPal, ma,r speak in prefprenee to Senators, rising from 
his seat for that JHH'JlOse. 

2. If a Senator be called to order for words spoken, the ex­
ceptional words spoken shall be immediately taken down in writ­
ing by the Secretary, that the PreRident may be better enabled to 
judge of the matter. 

3. If any Senator, in speaking or otherwise, transgress the 
t>ules of the R·enate, the President shall, or any Senator may, call 
him to ordPr; and the Senator ealled to order shall immediately 
take his seat, if required to do so by the President, until the ques­
tion of order is decided. If the decision be in favor of the Sena­
tol" called to order, he shall he at liberty to proceed; if otherwise, 
h~ shall not be permitted to proeeed, in ease any Senator object, 
Without leave of the Senate. 

Rule YIII.-Of .:ldjournment.

1. A motion to adjourn, to take a recess, shall always be in 
or~er, but being decided in the negative, shall not he again enter­
tained unless some motion other than a eall of the Senate or mo­
tion fot• recess shall hm·e taken place. 
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Rule IX.-Of Division of Question. 

1. A question containing two or more propositions, capable 
of division shall be divided whenever desired by any Senator. A 
motion to 'strike out and insert shall be deemed divisible; but a 
motion to strike out being lost, shall neither preclude amendment, 
nor a motion to strike out and insert. 

2. All amendments of the House of Representatives to a Sen­
ate bill, or other proposition, shall not be divisible. 

Rule X.-Of Debatr. 

1. The following quesUons shall be decided without debate, 
to wit: To suspend the rules, to adjourn. to takE' a recess. to lay 
On the table to take from the table, to go into f"Oll1DlittE'P of the 
whole on th~ orders of the day, all questions relating to the prior­
ity of business. 

2. Debate may be closed at any time not less than one hour 
from the adoption ~f a motion to that effPct, and upon a majority 
vote of the members-elect an hour may be fixed for a vote upon the 
Jlending measure. On either of these motions not more than ten 
minutes shall be allowed for debate, and no Senator shall speak 
more than three minutes; and no othE-r motion shall be enter­
tained until the motion to close debate. or to fix an hqur for the 
vote on the pending question, shall have heen determined. 

Rnlc XJ.-Of Filling Blanks. 

1. On filling up blanks, the question shall firRt he taken on 
the largest Anm, greatest number and most distant day. 

Rule X!I.-Of the President. 

1. The President shall preserve order and decorum, hut shall 
have no vote, except in case of a tie. 

2. When two or more Senators rise at the same time, 
President shall designate which of them shall be entitled to 
floor; but preference should be given to a Senator who has 
spoken on the subject under debate. 

3. The President shall have the right, in the absencP or 
ability of the President pro tem. to preside, ~o name any Sena . 
to perform the duties of the chair temporarily, wh_o _shall be I 

vested during such time with all the powers and privileges of 
President, except that of signing hills and joint ~esolutions. 
such appointment shall not extend beyond the tmm of the . 
of the President pro tern., and in no event shall such an appom 
ment extend beyond an adjournment. 

J. The President shall have the general direction of the 
ate Chamber, and in case of any disturbance or disorderl,\· con 
in the lobby or galleries, he slmll have the power to order the 
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to be cleared. He may as~:ign seats within the bar of the Senate 
to reporters for newspapers, for the purpose of taking down the 
proceedings, but not so as to interfere with the convenience of tbe 
Senate. 

5. The President shalL in the presence of the Renate. and 
after their titles have been previously read, Rign all billA and joint 
resolutions, memorialR and addresses, when passed by both 
houses; and all write, warrants and Rubpoenas issued by order of 
the Senate, or any committee thereof, shall be under his hand, at­
tested by the Secretary. 

(i. The President is anthorized to administer all oaths re­
quired in the discharge of his duties. 

7. He shall appoint all committees except standing commit­
tees. unless otherwise ordered. 

S. The President ma~' state a question or may read Ritting, 
but when putting a question he shall rise. 

9. Upon the first and last day of a regular session of the 
General Assembly, the Senate shall proceed to the election of a 
President pro tem., who shall, during the absence or inability to 
serve of the President, possess all the powers and privileges of the 
President, and when presiding he shall vote last. 

Rule XJII.-Of thr Secretary. 

1. ·when a bill or reRolution, eoming from the Rouse of Hep­
resentatives, does not appear in print in the form in which it was 
passed in the House, the Recretary shall either indicate the amend­
mentR on the calendar, or shall have the same reprinted, at his dis­
ereUon. 

2. _ The Assistant Recretary, and other officers and employes 
at the Rercretary's desk, shall be under the direction of and shall 
perform such duties as ma,,· from time to time be required by the 
Secretary of the Senate. 

3. The Secretary shall permit no joJ].rnals, records, bills or 
papers to be taken from hi.s desk, or out of his custody, other than 
in the regular routine of business, nor shall he, at any time or 
place, allow the same to be handled or examined by any person 
whatsoever, except the President, Senators and officers and em­
ployes of the Senate or &tate Printer, in the necessary perform-
ance of their duties as such. · 

4. He shall take a receipt for every document which passes 
from his possession in the due course of business of the Senate, 
and shall keep a book for that purpose. 

' 5. If any paper in his charge shall be missing, he shall re­
port the fact immediately upon discovery, to the President, in or­
der that inquiry may be made. 
• 6.. The Secretary shall keep a book, to be called the docket, 
ln,whieh he shall enter, under appropriate marginal numbers all 
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Senate and Honse bills. and joint resolutions and memorials, and 
correct notes with the dates thereof. of the state, condition and 
progress of dach bill pending until the final disposition thereof, 
and shall index the same under the name of the Senator or Repre­
sentative introducing the bill, joint resolution CJr memorial, and 
generally shall perform the duties of Secretary. 

Rule XIV.-Of the Journal. 

1. The Secretary shall keep a: correct jonrnal of each da.r's 
proceedings. 

2. 'fhe title of all bills and proposed amendments shall be 
entered on the journal. 

3. The journal of the Senate shall be printed after the close 
of each day's session and disposed of in the following manner: 
one copy shall be placed on the desk of each Senator, and at least 
four extra copies shall be furnished to the Secretar~- of the Sen~te 
before the opening of the next day's session. Before proceedmg 
with any other business the journal shall be r~ad, f'Orreeted and 
approved. After it has been approved the President of the S?nate 
shall sign four copies as corrected and appr~ved, a?d the Secr~­
tary of the S<enate shall attest the same and nnmediatel:v. deposit 
one signed copy in the office of th<:> Governor for safe-keepmg, and 
file two signed copies in the office of thf> Secretary of State, and 
the other shall be kept hy the Secretary of t~e S~nate ~or the use 
of the Senate. On the last day of the sess10n mnnedmtely pre­
ceding the hour fixed for final adjournment, the journal of that 
day shall be read, corrected and approved, and it sh?ll.be the duty 
of the President and the Secretary of the Senate, witlnn two days 
thereafter, to compare, correct and sign the printed copies of the 
journal for the last day, and to delivPr the sam~ to t~1e Governor 
and the Secretarv of State, in the manner provided for Paeh pre­
vious day. The ·printer's form for each day's journal shall be 
held intact until said journal has been corrected and approved by 
the Senate, when all c9rrections ordered shall be made ~.Y the 
printer without resetting, except as neressary to the makmg of 
such correction; and from such eorrected form there shall be 
printed a sufficient number of shef>ts and in such form that they 
may be bound into the official Senate .Tour~al at the .en~ of the 
session without the cost or expense of resettmg or reprmtmg. 

Rule XV.-Of the Cnlenda1·. 

1. The Seerf>tary of the Renate, unless the &enate shall othf:'r­
wise direct, shall make a list of all bills, resolution~. reports of 
committees and other proceedings of the Senate wh1~h are com­
mitted to a rommittee of the whole Senatf'. and wh1ch. are not 
made the ordPr of the day for any partif'ular day. and hom·: in t~e 
order in whirh they were reported from comn11ttees, whlf'h hst 
shall be railed the general orders. 
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2. He shall make a list of all bills, resolutions, reports of 
committees, and other proceedings of the Senate, which have by 
order of the Senate, been set down for consideration at some ~ar­
ticular day and hour, which list shall be called the special orders. 

3. He shall make a list of all bills, resolutions and me­
morials which may he upon their third reading, entering these in 
the order in which they were ordered upon third reading, unless 
the Senate shall, by a majority vote, otherwise direct; which list 
shall be called bills upon third reading. 

4. The several lists referred to in the preceding sections of 
this rule, together with sud1 other memoranda as the Senate mav 
direct. shall constitute the calendar of the Senate, which caleii'­
dar the Secretary shall cause to be prepared, printed and laid 
upon the desk of the President and each ~enator eYery morning 
the Renate ma:r be in session. 

Q. No ealendar or part of a calendar shall he reprinted with­
out order of the Senate. 

Rttle XFI.-Of Senators. 

1. No Senator shall be permitted to vote or sene on any 
committee on any question in the event of which, other than as a 
citizen, he is individuall~· inter<:>sted. (Constitution, section 43, 
article V.) 

2. No Senator shall, without lf:'a,·e, ab!lent himself from the 
Renatf'. othf:'rwise than temporarily. 

~t When a Senator is about to speak, he shall rise from his 
seat and respectfully address himself to "1\fr. President," and the 
President shall announee him as the Senator from the .......... . 
district (giving the number as the case may be). The Senator 
may then speak from his seat. 

4. In all cases, the Senator who shall first rise and address 
the President shall speak first; but no Senator shall speak more 
than twice .on the same day, nor for more than two hours on the 
same question, without leave of the Senate, and he shall confine 
himself to the question under debate and avoid personality; Pro­
vided, That any Senator having a bill in charge shall have one 
hour for closing debate. 

5. Any Senator may call for a statement of the question, 
and, with leave of the Senate, any Senator, while addressing the 
&enate, may read, or send to the Secretary's desk and have read, 
from books, papers or doeui:nents, any matter pertinent to the sub­
ject under discussion. 

fi. No Senator shall, in any manner, interrupt the business 
of the Senate while journals or public papers are being read, nor 
when any Senator is speaking, except it be to raise a question of 
order, or with the consent obtained through the chair of the speak­
ing Senator. to make a personal explanation or propound an in-
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quiry · nor while the President is putting a question; and no Sen-
• ' b ator in speaking, shall refer to a Senator, then present, y name, 

unle~s more than one Senator represent a senatorial district. 

Rule XFII.-Of Yoting. 

1. In putting the question the form shall be: "As many as 
are of the opinion that (as the case may be) will say 'Are';" and 
after the affirmative voice is expressed: "As many as are of a 
different opinion will say •No'." If the President doubt as to the 
voice of the majority, or a dh·ision he called for, the Senate shall 
divide; those in the affirmative. first rising, shall be rounted, then 
those in the negative; and if there still be a d0l1bt. then the 
President shall direct that the roll be called. 

2. Every Senator present when the questio~ is pnt shall vote, 
unless the Senate. for special reasons, excuse hm1. A request to 
be excused from -\•oting shall not be in order unless made before 
the Senate divides, or before the f'all of the yeas and nays is com­
menced. "\ny SPnator requesting to bP excused from voting may 
make a brief statement of the rPasons for making snch request, 
and the question shall then be taken without further ~ehate; but 
no Senator shall hE' excused from voting on any qnestwn by rea­
son of his occupying the chair. 

3. Any S'enator may change his vote before the decision of 
the questio~s shall have been announeed hy the chair. 

4. ·when less than a quorum vote on any question pending 
in the Senate, the President shall forthwith direct that the doors 
be closed, and that no Senator be permitted to leave the Senate 
Chamber, and shall order the roll of Senators called by the Secre­
tary. If a quorum be present, as shown by an~wering the call_s, 
or by their presence in the Chamber, the President shall agam 
order the yeas and nays, and if any SPnator refuse to vote, he 
shall be noted as "present and not voting." and such refusal to 
vote shall be deemed a contempt, and, unless purged, the President 
shall direct the Sergeant-at-Arms to bring such Senator or Sen­
ators before the bar of the Senate, when he or they shall be pub· 
licly reprimanded by the President. 

Rule XYIIT.-Of Reeonsiderat'ion. 

1. 'Vhen a question has been decided by the Senate, an~· 
Senator voting on the prevailing side may, on the same day, or 
on either of the next two days of actual session thereafter, move 
a reconsideration; and if the. Senate shall refuse to reconsider, or 
upon reconsideration FJhall affirm its first decision, no further mo­
tion to reconsider shalrbe in order unless by unanimous consent. 
Bvery motion to ref'onsider shall he decided by a majority vote, 
without debate, and may be laid on the tabl<' without affecting the 
question in reference to which the same is made, which shall be a 
final disposition of the motion. 
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~- When_ a bill, resolution, report, amendment, order, or mes­
sage, upon which a vote has been taken, shall have gone out of the 
possession of the S<enate, and been communicated to the House of 
Repre~entatives, the motion to reconsider shall be acco_rnpanied by 
a motwn i o request the House to return the same; which last mo­
tion shall be acted upon immediately, and without debate, and if 
determined in the negative, shall be a final disposition of the 
motion to reconsider. 

3. lTpon notice being given by any Senator of his intention 
to move a reconsideration of any vote taken, the Secretary shall 
enter the same in the journal, and shall retain the bill or other 
paper with reference to which the vote was taken ( excPpt peti­
tions, enac~d bills, and orders of inquiry), until the time for re­
consideration has expired; Provided, That the operation of this 
rule shall be suspended during the last week of the session. 

Rttle XIX.-Of Demands for Yeas and Nays. 

l. Any Senator has the right to demand the yeas and nays 
upon any question, and upon such demand, the President shall 
direct the Secretary to call the names of Senators in their alpha­
betical order, and before the result is declared the Secretary shall 
read over the names of those voting in the affirmative and those 
voting in the negative, and after the eall of the yPa~ and nays 
has hePn commenced, no Senator shall he permitted to explain his 
vote; nor after the dPcision has been announced by the chair, shall 
any Senator, under any circumstances, be permitted to vote_ 

Rule _TX.-Of Discrgreement Bet·u;ecn Senate aml House. 

1. In f'ase of a disagreement heh-een the Renate and House 
of Repl'esentatives, the Senate may either recede, insist and ask a 
conference or adhere, and motions for sueh purpose shall take pre­
cpdpnee in that order. 

Rule XXJ.-Of Call of the Senate. 

1. Any five S<enators may demand a call of the Senate, and 
require absent Senators to be sent for; but a call of the Senate 
can not be made after voting has commenced; and the call of the 
Renate being in order, the President shall order that the doors of 
the Senate be closed. and that no Senator he allowed to leave the 
Renate f'lwmber until the pending motion is votfid upon, and shall 
direct the Secretary to call the roll and note the absentees; after 
whif'h the names of the absentees shall be again called, and those 
for \vhose absence no excu~e, or an insufficient excuse is made, 
shall be sent for and taken mto custod~- by the Sergeant-at-Arms, 
or his assistant, and brought before the bar of the Senate, where. 
unless excused by a majority of the Senate prel'jent, they shall be 
reprimanded hy the President for neglect of duty, and fined, re-
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speetiyely, at least to the extent of the expenses incidental to their 
apprehension.

shall be reported upon as to the accuracy with which they have 
been printed. 'rhe committee shall, from time to time, report 
any measure that they may dPem useful to the economieal and 
proper conduct of the public printing.

l. l;:yery rPport of a Committee of Conference shall be 
printed, together with the bill as amended. or the amendments 
thereto, snhjeet to the direction of the committee, before aetion 
shall be had on such report: Provided, That this rule shall be 
suspended during the last three days of the session. 

2. That the vote on <·oneurring in bills amended in the House 
of Hepresentatives. or on adopting reports of Committees of Con­
fprenf•e, shall not be taken until said hills and reports have been 
placed on the files of Senators, and particularly referred to in 
their calendars; Provided, That this rule shall be suspendeil dur­
ing the last thrPe days of the session. 

Rttle XXVII.-Of Secret and E,rccntive Sessions. 

1. On a motion being made and secondPd to close the doors 
of the Senate on the discussion of any business which may, in 
the opinion of any Senator, require secrecy, or on motion being 
made and earried, that the Senate go into executive session, the 
President shall direct all except the Senators and Secretary and 
Sergeant-at-Arms to withdraw, and during the executive session 
and the discussion of said motion the doors shall remain shut, 
and every member and officer shall keep secret all such matters, 
proceedings, and things whereof sef'rec~· shall be enjoined by or­
rler of the Senate. 

2. Whenever the Senate shall go into the eonsideration of 
executive business the proceedings of the Senate in sueh business 
shall be kept in a separate journal, which shall not be inspeded 
by any others than the members of the Senate, unless otherwise 
ordered by the Senate. The Governor shall, from day to day, be 
notified by the Secretary of the action of the Senate, upon execu­
tiYe nominations, but no further l'xtract from the executive jour-
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nal shall be furnished, published or otherwise communicated, ex­
cept by special order of the Senate. 

3. When nominations shall be made in writing by the Gov­
ernor to the Senate, they shall, in executive session, be referr~d 
to the appropriate committee, and a future day assigned for their 
consideration, unless the Senate otherwise direct. 

4. Any Senator or offieer of the Senate, convicted of disclos­
ing any matter directt>d by the Senate to be held in confidence. 
shall be liable, if a Senator, to expulsion, and if an officer, to 
dismissal from the service of the Senate. 

Rule XXVIII.-Of Cmmnittee of the Whole. 

1. Upon the adoption of a motion to go into the Committee 
of the Whole Senate, the President unless otherwise ordered by 
the Senate shall appoint the chairman thereof, who shall for the 
time being exercise all the powers of the President necessary to 
the conduct of the business of the committee. 

2. The rules of the Senate shall govern, as far as practicable, 
the proceedings of the committee, except that a member may 
speak more than twice on the same subject; that a eall for the 
yeas and nays ean not be madt>, nor ean an appeal from the deci-
sion of the chair he taken. 

3. A motion that the eommittee rise shall always he in 
order, and shall be decided without debate. 

4. All bills shall be considered in Committee of the Whole; 
all amendments made therein shall be reported by the chairman 
to the Senate and shall by him be moved to he inserted, and, if 
adopted, shall be entered' in the journal. Every bill shall. be 
read at length in Committee of the Whole (unless the commitee 
decide to recommend that the enacting clause be stricken out), 
the chairman shall so report, and entry thereof shall be made in 
the journal and such reading shall be considered one of the read­
ings required by the Constitution; but if .any Senator shall. re­
quest the rf'ading of the hill at length, w!nle on second readmg, 
it shall he (.one. 

Rule XXIX.-Of Messages. 

1. Messages shall be sent to the House by the Secretary or 
Assistant Secretary, the Secretary having previously endorsed the 
final determination of the Senate thereon. 

2. l\'IessaO'es from the Governor or House of RepresentativeR 
may be receiv~d at any time, except while .the Senate. is dividing, 
or while the journal is being read, or while a question of order 
or a motion to adjourn is pending, but no such message shall be 
reported to the Senate without unanimous consent, until the reg-
ular order is reached. 
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R·ule XXX.-Of Resolutions. 

_ 1. AJl resolutions, memorials and other papers requiring the 
~Ignature. of the Governor shall be treated in all respects in the 
u~.troductwn and form of proceeding in a similar manner with 
billS. 
. 2. All resolutions, unless involving the expenditure of pub­

he moneys, or unless some Senator give notice of a desire to de­
bate the same, may he acted on at once; otherwise they shall Iav 
over one day. · 

R'ltle XXXI.-Of PTivileges. 

1. "X_o person not a Senator or officer of the Senate. ()ther 
than the JUdges of the District and Supreme Courts, the 'Gover­
nor and state officers, members of the congressional delegation. 
e~-members of th~ Senate, members of the House of Representa· 
tives, duly accredited representatives of the state press and such 
other person~ as :r.nay he invited by the President or' Senators, 
shal_l be admitted to. the Senate Chamber while the Senate is in 
sessiOn or a~y Committee of the 'Vlwle, and any such person shall 
only .be entitle? _to the quiet and orderly occupancy of the seats 
provided for VISitors or for representatiYes of the press. ann in 
no e'•ent to the privileges of the floor. ' 

2. At no time, whether the Senate he in session or not. 
shall an~· empl?ye of the Senate, or any person whatsoever, other 
~ha~ the President or a Senato~·, he permitted to occupy the 
( hmr or use the desk of the President or that of any Senator. 
. H .. The Sergeant-at-Arms and the employes under his direc-

twn w1ll he held to a strict enforcement of this rule. 
. 4 .. AI?:Y. employe of the Senate. or of its committees, solicit­
II?g or mv1tmg any Senator to vote or use his influence for anv 
bill ?~' matter before the Senate, shall be at once dismissed froi~ 
service and employment: and any pt>rson entitled to the privileO'e 
of the fl.oor of the Senate wh? .shall,, w~ile on the floor duri~g 
the sessi?n .of the Senate, sohc1t or nrnte any Senator to vote 
or use lus mfluenee for any bill or matter before the Senate 
shall forfeit his privilege. ' ,, 

5 .. Any violation of this rule shall subject the offender. if 
an offi<·er or employe of the Senate to immediate removal from 
offiee, and, if a privileged person, to the forfeiture of the privilege. 

Rule }{XXII.-Of Presenting Petitions, Memorials, Etc. 

1. In presenting a petition, memorial, remonstrance or 
o!her eommunication addressed to the Senate, the Senator, from 
his plac~, shall make a brief verbal statement of the general pur­
port of. It, and if it be not insulting, profane or obscene, it shall 
bP receiVed. 

2. Every petiti?n, memorial, remonstrance, resolution, bill 
and rPport of comnnttee shall be endorsed with its appropriate 
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title, and immediately thereunder the name of the Senator pre­
senting the same shall be written. 

3. Every petition, memorial and other paper shall be re­
ferred, <..s of course, without putting the question, unless the 
reference be objected to when presented. 

Rule XXXIII.-Contestecl Elections. 

1. All contests of the election of a Senator, and all ques­
tions affecting or relating to the qualification or eligibility of a 
Senator. or the right of any Senator to a seat, or membership 
in the Senate, shall be referred to the Committee on Privileges 
and Elections, which shall proceed to hear and determine said 
matters. and each of them, in such manner, at such times, in 
such places and under such rules, as said committee may adopt. 
for the purpose of facilitating such hearing. 

Rnle XXXIV.-Jfiscellaneous. 

1. During the sessions of the Senate, smoking within the 
Senate Chamber shall not be allowed. ' 

2. While the President is putting any question or address­
ing the Senate, no one shall walk across the chamber, and while 
a Senator is speaking, no one shall walk between him and the 
chair. No person other than the Secretary or his assistants shall 
remain at the Secretary's desk while the yeas and nays arP be­
ing ealled, or ballots being counted. 

3. No purchase shall be made or expense incurred by the 
Sergeant-at-Arms, or any offieer or employe of the Senate, in 
its behalf, exeept upon the written order of the chairman or 
other member of the Committee on Senate Supplies and Ex-
penditures. 

4. \Vhen the reading of any paper is called for, and not 
as a part of the remarks of any Senator, and objection he made, 
it shall be determined by a vote of the Senate, without a debate. 

5. Questions of privilege shall be: First, those affecting 
the rights of the Senate, collectively, its safety, dignity, and the 
integrity of its proceedings; second, the rights, reputation and 
conduct of members individually in their senatorial capacity 
only; and shall immediately have precedence of all other ques­
tions, except motions to fix the day to which the Senate shall 
adjourn, to adjourn, and for -a recess. 

fi. The southwest corner of the Senate gallery shall be re· 
served for ladies and their escorts; the northwest corner thereof 
for the families of the members and officers of the Senate and 
their guests, who shall be admitted only by card of the member 
or officer. The Sergeant-at-Arms of the Senate shall appoint one 
of his assistants, to be known as the Assistant Sergeant-at-Arms 
of the Gallery, and whose duties shall be exclusively confined to 
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preserving ord.er in tl:e galleries and the enfor<"ement of the rules 
of the Senate m relatiOn thereto. 

Rule ~XXV.-Of -'lbmga,tion, Suspensions or A.mendment of the 
Rttles. 

1. ~o rule shall be suspended unless by the affirmative vote 
of two-thirds of all members-elect, nor abrogated or amended un­
less one day's notice he given and upon a majority vote of all 
members-elect. 

Rule XXXVI.-ParUamentary Authority. 

. 1.. J~ff~rson's. Manual shall govern the Senate in all cases 
m which It IS applicable, and in which it is not inconsistent with 
these ru!es and the joint rules of the Senate and House of Rep­
resentatives. 

That the duties of officers of the Senate, as set forth in the 
ma~:m~l of the Thirteenth General Assembly, shall be and re­
mam m full force and effect for the Senate of the Eighteenth 
General Assembly. 
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Duties of Officers of the Senate. 

Secretary's Department. 

The Department of Secretary of· the Senate includes the 
Assistant Secretary, Record Clerk, Reading Clerk, Engrossing 
and Enrolling Clerks. and such other clerks or assistants as 
may be required to conduct the cl~:rical ·work of the Senate. 

Secretary 

He has the care and custody of all the papers, reports, 
bills and records, and arranges, in its proper order, from day 
to day, after its inception, all the business of the Senate. He 
must, in order to have a proper knowledge of the affairs of hh; 
department, apportion, systematize and personally supervise 
H1e labors of all his subordinates. The duties of his subordi­
nates are properly his duties, as all are performed under his 
direction, and he is responsible for any defieiencies. He shall 
promptly, "on the same day such orders are made," deliver to 
all committees, bills or other matters that are referred. He 
shall keep the service accounts of all the Senators and em 
ployes of the Senate, and issue his certificates of per diem, 
signed by the President, attested by himself. He shall keep a 
journal of each day's proceedings, and deliver the messages of 
the Senate to the House of Representatives, and sign all orders 
and directions of the Senate. He shall permit no records, bills, 
papers or reports to be taken out of his custody belonging to 
the Senate, otherwise than in the regular course of business; 
and shall report any missing papers to the attention of the 
President, as well as all dereliction of duty upon tlw part of 
his subordinates. He shall report to the Senate whenever any 
additional clerical labor is required in his department. He 
shall be responsible for the safe keeping of all bills and other 
documents in possession of the Senate, and is required at the 
dose of the session to deposit all papers in his possession as 
Secretary, properly classified and labeled, with the Secretary 
of State. 

The .Assistant Sccreta1·y. 

His special duty shall be to keep a correct journal of each 
day's proceedings-under the supervision of the Secretary­
and prepare a calendar for each day's business, if so ordered 
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by the Senate; shall also perform snell other sen·ices as may 
~e required of him by the Secretary. In the absenee of the 
Hecr('tary he shall perform his duties generally. 

The Record Cle1·k. 

. It shall ~e his duty to keep the registry of all bills, resolu­
,twns. memorml_s, etc .. and make the proper endorsements on 
same of all actim~s t~ken a~1d proceedings had with regard to 
sueh papers; to d1stnbute to the proper committees or officers 
all bills, petitions and other papers referred; to keep a record 
of all th_e officers and employes of the Senate. and make out 
the ~ertifieates of iper diem ready for the signature of the 
President an_d Seeretary, and when not otherwise occupied. to 
help the Assistant Seeretary in the performance of his duties. 

The Reading Clrrk. 

. It is his duty to read the journals, bills, reports of com­
mittees. papers, etc .. that may be handed to him by the Secre­
tary, and act as clerk of the CommittPe of the \Vhole and 
pe:form su?h other duties. when not engageil. as may be re­
qmred of h1m by the Seeretary. 

The Engrossing Clerk. 

!t shall _be his _special duty to engross all bills ordered to 
n thlT'd r_eadmg wh1ch the rules require to be engrossed prop­
t:rly placmg all amendments adopted prior to the order of their 
«>ngro~sment: He shall engross all bills in the order that they 
are g~ven ~1m: and return the same to the chairman of the. 
eomm1ttee m hke order; shall keep a record of all extra clerks 
engaged, and the time employed, and report the same to the 
Secretary. By the direction of the Secretary he shall copy 
such. other documents, journals, reports or papers as may be 
reqmred for the use of the Senate. · 

'l'he Enrollment Clerk. 

I~ is hi~ special duty to make clear, legible copies of all 
t~1e bills whiCh have been concurred in by both branches of the 
(,.eneral Assembly, without erasures or interlineations. He 
shall report to the Secretary all persons engaged, and the time 
employed, and shall perform such other clerical duty as may 
be required. · 

General Regulations. 

Each deputy, when not occupied in the performance of his 
own special duties, is to render such assistance to the Secre­
tary and his assistants as may be in his power, or as the pres-
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sure of duties in a particular department may render neces­
sary. 'fhe deputies are expected to notify the Secretary of 
any. interference by others with their duties, and of all im­
proper approaches or requests made to them by any person. 
They are not to exhibit to any person any bill or other docu­
ments in their possession without leave of the Secretary. Per­
fect courtesy must at all times be maintained towards Senators, 
associate deputies and all who have business to transact with 
the department. 

All committees employing clerks will report to the Sel·re­
tary the names and time employed, in order that the same may 
be entered upon the book per diem. 

Sergeant-at-Aims' Department 

Consists of the Sergeant-at-Arms, Assistant Sergeant-at­
Arms, Doorkeepers, Custodian of Blanks and Bills, Messenger, 
Janitor, 'Vatchman and Pages, and such other officers as may 
be required for the policing, protection and execution of the 
orders of the Senate. 

Sergcant-nt-Anns 

This officer is the executive officer of the Senate. and to 
his charge is committed all police regulations. He shall see to 
the furnishing, warming, ventilating and lighting of the Senate 
and auxiliary rooms; serve subpoenas and warrants of the Sen­
ate; announce messages from the Governor and Honse of 
Representatives; receive from the Secretary of State all neces­
sary stationery, documents, etc., for the use of the Senate, and 
distribute the same to the Senators and officers entitled thereto. 
He shall report all derelictions of duty on the part of his 
subordinates to the President of the Senate. He is to organize 
his department with such system that each of his subordinates 
shall know his precise duties, and he is to see that each per­
forms his duty promptly, thoroughly and courteously. He is 
l'equired to keep the chamber open from 8 o'clock a. m. to 10 
o'clock p. m. There shall be on duty in his department at all 
times a Sergeant-at-Arms, Doorkeeper, Janitor and two Pages. 
He shall see that all printed matter is delivered to the Cus­
todian of Bills and Blanks that shall come from the Public 
Printer. 

The A8sistant Sergeant-at-Arms 

Shall aid and assist his principal generally in the diseharge of 
his duties, and take his place when he is absent. 
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The 1lf essenger 

S~all ai_d and assist his principal generally in the discharge of 
his duties and attend to the receipt and distribution of the 
mails in such a manner as the Sergeant-at-Arms may direct, 
and perform such other duties as may be required of him. 

The Doorkeepers. 

The D~:10rkeepers shall attend to the principal door, open 
and close It for the entry and exit of all persons entitled to 
seats inside the bar of the Senate; shall relieve the watchman 
from his duties at 7:30 a. m., maintain order in the lobby and 
see that visitors are seated, and that the regulations ~f the 
Senate in their department are strictly enforced. 

The Janitors. 

The .Janitors shall attend to the cleaning of the rooms of 
the Senate at such hours as may be fixed by the Rergeant-at­
Arms; see that the gas and heating apparatus is in order; 
attend in the cloak room, and generally do all things required 
of them by the Sergeant-at-Arms. They shall leave no rubbish 
in or about the rooms that may cause destruction by fire. 

The Custodian of Bills and Blanks. 

It shall be his dut~· to reeeive all blanks, bills and documents 
printed for thP use of the Renate, and arrange them in a con­
venient manner or form for d.istribution b;v the Sergeant-at-Arms 
and Seeretary. He shall allow no person not eonnected with the 
Senate to remoye any blanks, bills or documents from his eustody. 

The 1Va.tchman. 

The ·watehman shall report for duty to the Sergeant-at­
Arms at 9:00 p. m. eaeh night, and shall be placed in charge of 
the Renate ehamber and all auxiliary rooms until 7 :30 a. m. He 
shall see that all doors are fastened; that all lio-hts are extin­
guished, not required by officers of the Senate, a;d that no per­
son is admitted to the chambers or rooms unless upon an order 
of the chief offieer of the Senate; shall see that no papers, books, 
or documents are removed, except b~' known Senators or officers; 
shall report all violations of the rules to the Sergeant-at-Arms. 

The Duties of Pa.ges. 

To be in attendance from 8 o'clock a. m. to 9 o'elock p. m. 
every day. whether the Senate is in session or not. 

To receiYe from the Custodian of Bills and Blanks the 
printed hills and arrange them on the file of eadt Senator; dis-
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sure of duties in a particular department may render neces­
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Arms, Doorkeepers, Custodian of Blanks and Bills, Messenger, 
Janitor, 'Vatchman and Pages, and such other officers as may 
be required for the policing, protection and execution of the 
orders of the Senate. 

Sergcant-nt-Anns

He shall see that all printed matter is delivered to the Cus­
todian of Bills and Blanks that shall come from the Public 
Printer.
